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1. Overall Description:

SA1 thanks CT1 for their LS in C1-202819.

With respect to the question from CT1: Does requirement [R-5.10-001a] of 3GPP TS 22.280 require that a different limit can be applied to each MCX User?

SA1 have discussed the issue and the answer is No.
The existing requirement should be interpreted as meaning "a single system limit per MCX service shall be applied to all users within the MCX service, which aligns with the existing stage 2 architecture defined by SA6 for Release 16 in TS 23.280."

Attached you’ll find the Release 17 CR to 22.280 to add a new requirement to allow for different limits per MCX user per MCX service.
