Justification

TS 22.153 (multimedia priority service) was updated in Release 17 to include new normative requirements for a basic priority data service, MPS for Data Transfer Service (DTS).  There is need to further enhance the basic MPS for DTS service to support additional features to enable priority for end-to-end data application services and multimedia conferences.

In addition, there is need to study support of MPS communications over WLAN (non-3GPP) access.  During certain disaster events, MPS access via WLAN would be needed (e.g., when LTE and NR access are not unavailable or degraded).  In addition, WLAN may be the only available access networks in certain scenarios (e.g., inside buildings, hotels, airports, malls and stadiums).

Objective

This study will identify use cases and the associated potential new stage 1 requirements beyond those documented in the MPS Phase 2 Feasibility Study in TR 22.854 Rel-17.  
This study will identify enhancements to the basic MPS for DTS feature defined in Rel-17 to support additional features needed by MPS Service Users.  Example use cases to be studied include:
· MPS for DTS in support of Over The Top (OTT) applications (e.g., enterprise network services, text messages, and cloud application services), and
· MPS for DTS in support of OTT multimedia conferences (e.g., Service User/conference host use of MPS for DTS to set up a multimedia conference with priority or to upgrade an already established multimedia conference to MPS).

This study will identify use cases and potential stage 1 requirements for support of MPS communications over WLAN (non-3GPP) access to an EPC and 5GC.  Example use cases to be studied include:

· MPS for MMTEL voice/video originations via a WLAN access network, 
· MPS for MMTEL voice/video terminating to an end point in a WLAN access network,

· MPS for DTS invocation/revocation via a WLAN access network, and
· MPS for DTS session terminating to an end point in a WLAN access network.
Note: This study item will not address multi-subscription and dual connectivity use cases.
