5.2	Migration after deployment of 5G
5.2.1 	Description
Migration continues after deployment of the 5G system. PLMN will deploy a next generation system to 5G and removes EPS. Potential migration issues need to be considered ahead of time, taking into account the lifetime of UEs that stay in the field and are difficult for MNO to recall.
[bookmark: _GoBack]In the below, EPS-only HPLMN is a PLMN that has only EPS network entities and that is not prepared to enhance the system for the interworking roaming purpose. 5GS-only VPLMN is a PLMN that has 5GS network entities and that has enhanced or is prepared to enhance the system for the interworking roaming purpose.
5.2.2	Requirements
The 5G system shall be able to authenticate an EPS-5GS capable UE roaming from an EPS-only HPLMN into a 5GS-only VPLMN. 5G security shall not be compromised.
The 5G system shall be able to support local-breakout roaming, home-routed roaming, and roaming service exposure for an EPS-5GS capable UE roaming from an EPS-only HPLMN into a 5GS-only VPLMN.
