Justification

A UE may select a non-public network via manual or automatic network selection modes.  For Rel-16 and Rel-17 the network may broadcast a Human Readable Network Name (HRNN).  If received this is optionally displayed by the UE. 

The Rel-16 and rel-17 mechanism that are defined in TS 22.261
a)
makes the broadcasting an optional procedure, what does a user do if no broadcast information is received?;

b)
when broadcast provides the HRNN in clear text

i)
there is no privacy to the operator of the network associated with the HRNN; 

ii)
the text broadcast might be inappropriate to display to the user as it might be in a different character set; or

iii)
the information is not up to date i.e. the network name has changed e.g. an enterprise changed its name, merged etc.

The purpose with this work item is to address those limitations.

Objective

The objective of this work item is to define requirements related to the display of Network information in an NPN (Non-Public Networks) on the UE e.g. when selecting an NPN using a manual mechanism and also when Network information in NPN is displayed in automatic mode.
Example scenarios include:
- different roaming scenarios;
- different combinations of supported character sets;
- multi-lingual countries;
- privacy needs.
