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1. Overall Description:
SA1 thanks CT1 for their LS on high priority service exempt from release due to SOR.

SA1 has discussed the stage-1 requirement pointed out by CT1, and the related questions for SA1 (copied below).

Steering of roaming control information provided by the HPLMN to the UE shall not force the UE to release ongoing services when the UE are engaged in high priority service (e.g. emergency call, MPS session or other sessions defined by the user to be of high priority).

Question 1:	It is CT1’s understanding that a UE is engaged in high priority service when:
i)	an emergency service is ongoing (start of an emergency service: when 5GMM receives a request from upper layers to register for emergency services or to establish an emergency PDU session; stop of an emergency service: when the emergency PDU session is released); or
ii)	the UE is configured for high priority access in selected PLMN (i.e. the UE is configured with one or more access identities equal to 1, 2, or 11-15 applicable in the selected PLMN) and is in connected mode.
	Is the above understanding correct?
Question 2:	What are “other sessions defined by the user to be of high priority?” Do those sessions include MMTEL voice/video calls or SMS?

Answer 1: yes, CT1’s understanding is correct.
Answer 2: a user should be able to configure the UE to set preferences about which services should not be interrupted by SOR, including e.g. MMTEL voice/video.
