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1. Overall Description:
SA1 thanks CT1 for their LS on satellite RATs for PLMN selection, and the questions to SA1:

Question 1: Is there a service requirement to differentiate between “NG-RAN” and “satellite access to 5GC" for the purpose of PLMN selection?
Question 2: 
2a. Does SA1 intend to introduce new associated Access Technology identifier(s) for "satellite access" for the Operator Controlled PLMN Selector list and a User Controlled PLMN Selector list (stored on the SIM/USIM card). 
2b. If yes, how many different identifiers?

Regarding CT1 questions 1 and 2a, SA1 would like to clarify the following:
In terms of service need or use cases to motivate differentiation and prioritization, during PLMN selection, between a NG-RAN terrestrial access and a NG-RAN with satellite access (called “satellite NG-RAN” in SA1 terminology), it is SA1 understanding that it would be beneficial.
Regarding SA1 specifications and identified updates to stage-1 requirements, SA1 agreed to the attached 22.011 CR, adding “satellite NG-RAN” to the set of possible access technology identifiers.

Regarding CT1 question 2b:
It is not clear, at this time, whether there are sufficient motivations (and use cases) to further differentiate RAT selection/access (within a PLMN) among different satellite types for PLMN selection. Furthermore, a better understanding of technical architecture aspects and product/deployment options would also be required, e.g.:
· Whether or not a UE can support multiple satellite RAT types, and which combinations
· Whether or not a PLMN can support multiple satellite RAT types, and which combinations
Given the above, SA1 agreed CR assumes that there is no need for further granularity of satellites RAT prioritization for PLMN selection.
