Consolidated potential requirements
7.1
Media handling capability
The IMS multimedia telephony service shall support synchronization between media/data streams belonging to the same MMTEL session.
The IMS Multimedia Telephony service shall support adding translation services to a MMTEL call.

NOTE :     Based on operator’s policy, regional privacy regulation and user consent on privacy, users may be informed that a translation service is used.

NOTE :    Translation service is out of 3GPP scope.
The IMS Multimedia Telephony service shall support synchronization of real-time text and voice/video media in a call.
The IMS multimedia telephony service shall support AR media processing(e.g. MRFC and MRFP).

The IMS multimedia telephony service shall support service interfaces to use Edge Application.
The network shall provide means to ensure the synchronization or sufficient coordination between media/data streams belonging to the same MMTEL session.
The MMTEL service shall support a user participating in a MMTEL session to deliver to all other participants simultaneously a sequence of files in real-time.
7.2
Supplementary service requirements
It shall be possible for the network operator and an authorized third-party to guarantee the authenticity of the third-party specific identity information presented for an incoming session to a called party (e.g. in the Calling Line Identification Presentation) where the communication is wholly across trusted networks.
It shall be possible for the network operator and an authorized third-party to guarantee the authenticity of the third-party specific identity information presented for an outing session to a calling party (e.g. in the Connected Line Identification Presentation) where the communication is wholly across trusted networks.
Subject to operator policy, the network shall be able to provide suitable means to enable an authorized third-party to update the MMTEL subscription and create a specific identity to an authorized user.
The network shall be able to provide suitable means to enable an authorized third-party to authenticate the identity information of its users for them to access the MMTEL services.
It shall be possible for the network operator and an authorized third-party to guarantee the authenticity of the third-party specific identity information presented for an incoming session to a user where the communication is wholly across trusted networks.
7.3
Capability exposure
The MMTEL service shall support capability exposure for third party (e.g. bank call centre) to exchange data during a MMTEL session.
