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1. Overall Description:

SA1 would like to respond to SA6 with the following answers:

Question 1:
From a general perspective, any UAV/UAV controller deviating from its expected operations is a problematic UAV. What is the definition of a “problematic UAV/UAV Controller” in a 3GPP context?
Answer 1:
In SA1, the concept of a “problematic UAV” has been originally associated to a UAV flying without successful authorization from UTM. This was captured as a note along the initial requirement in TS22.125; soon after, that association/note was removed.

Based on recent SA1 discussions, [two alternative options proposed]
[Option A] SA1 has decided to clarify the existing requirement, such as:

[Option B] different views emerged on possible types of “problematic UAVs”, and various implications and potential misalignment with ongoing stage-2/3 work. Thus, SA1 has decided to remove the unclear requirement, and let Stage-2/3 groups define suitable situations and conditions where 5GS could detect and report UAVs deviating from their normal/expected behaviour.

Question 2:
Are there specific use cases or examples of data needed to be exchanged between the UTM and the 3GPP system for this requirement?
Answer 2:
Per SA1 understanding, the 3GPP system may be able to monitor and expose UAV related information towards the UTM, which may help the UTM identify abnormal UAV situations. Please see clause 6.2 of TS 22.125.
