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1 Introduction

This document is a report of topics related to SA1 at TSG SA#90e (08 - 14 December 2020, Electronic meeting).

2 
 Summary SA1 tdocs
SA1 presented 10 documents to SA for approval/information:
· 6 CR packs: 5 were approved without revision and 1 was partially approved;
· 2 new SIDs, which were approved without revision;

· 1 revised SID, which was approved without revision;

· 1 new WIDs, which was approved after revising it.

Regarding the “New (mini) WID on Support for Service Function Chaining in 5G Network (SFCin5G)”, Nokia presented a company contribution in SP-201109 that introduces changes on the original SP-201040. After several revisions, SP-201109_Rev6 was approved as SP-201139. 
Regarding the CR pack "CRs on SFC in 5G" in SP-201041, Nokia presented a company contribution SP-201090 that introduced changes in the CR0478R1 (S1-204388). After 12 revisions, S1-204388_rev12 was approved as SP-201140.
3 Items of interest to SA1
3.1 Rel-17 extension
At TSG#89-e, it was decided to shift the Release 17 timeline, while the exact new dates were to be decided during TSG#90-e. 

To this respect, the TSG RAN, TSG SA and TSG CT chairs proposed a new Rel-17 calendar in SP-200923, proposing that Release 17 is shifted by 6 months, which would result in the following timeline:
· Rel-17 stage 2 freeze (relevant for SA/CT) – June 2021 (TSGs#92)

· Rel-17 stage 3 freeze – March 2022 (TSGs#95)

· Rel-17 protocol coding freeze (ASN.1, OpenAPI, …) – June 2022 (TSGs#96)

This proposal was endorsed by RAN, SA and CT plenaries. Note that this extension will not affect the already agreed content for Rel-17. 
The new overall Rel-17 timeline was summarised on slide 3 of the MCC's Work Plan review in SP-201146.
3.2 Rel-18 timeline and SIDs
As discussed during SA1#92e, the SA1 chair presented his views about Rel-18 timeline and SIDs in Rel-18 to SA plenary in SP-201024. After the decision regarding Rel-17 extension was made, the scenario on slide  was endorsed ("2nd scenario: Rel-17 + 6").
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Regarding the SIDs, SA plenary endorsed the following statement:

'The SA WG1 chair alerts that SA WG1 has reached its maximum capacity regarding studies and other significant topics for Rel-18. Therefore, SA WG1 chair urges companies with ideas for new studies in SA WG1 to consider them for Rel-19. WIDs that do not require a study phase and can be solved with a few CRs can still be considered for Rel-18'.
SP-201024 was noted.
3.3 ToR

During SA1#92e, a new ToR was agreed in S1-204461. This document was discussed with the CT chairman (TSG chair responsible for the ToR updates) and several changes were introduced in SP-201023 to adapt the ToR agreed by SA1 to the ToRs agreed by the other WGs. 
Therefore, SP-201023 was noted and will be discussed again during SA1#93e. A new SA1 ToR will be presented in SA#91e. 

3.4 Inclusive language 

All TSGs and WGs chairs together presented a proposal in SP-201042 to support the usage of inclusive language in 3GPP and to suggest the replacement of related terms in 3GPP specifications which can be understood as offensive. 
While there are potentially numerous language issues that could be considered offensive, there are two that are most acknowledged and focused on in the industry and applicable to the 3GPP Specifications. These terminologies are “Master / Slave” and “Whitelist / Blacklist”, that are often used in 3GPP and other telecommunications / technical documents. For information, a good summary of the related discussions and the main arguments in e.g. IETF can be found here https://tools.ietf.org/html/draft-knodel-terminology.

These changes are expected to be applied to 3GPP Technical Specifications and 3GPP Technical Reports. In a first step, changes will be applied to Rel-17 onwards. The changes shall only be done if they are of purely editorial nature and does not lead to any backward incompatibility. In a second step, Releases prior to Rel-16 will be targeted. 
The MCC of a WG, together with the specification rapporteurs, should come up with related CRs to the affected specifications. The CRs should be issued under the "TEI17" Work Item and the CR title should start with “Inclusive language review”. If terms are used in multiple specifications (possibly in different working groups), then the related rapporteurs and MCCs should coordinate to align the replacement terms. 

Related CRs against already existing Rel-17 specifications should be available for approval at plenary (after WG agreement) in separate CR packs at the March 2021 TSGs meetings.
Regarding gender, 3GPP should strive for more inclusive and neutral language, even if the related terminology is not explicitly listed below. Some examples can be found here: 
https://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Gender-neutral_language. 
If a delegate feels offended by certain additional terminology in 3GPP specs or by other means of how 3GPP conducts its work, then the delegate should contact the chair and/or MCC of the group. The leadership together with MCC will discuss such requests and will also check with other stakeholders in the industry how to progress them. Besides that, there will be no formal process on how to put additional terms on the list. 
3.5 Enumeration of requirements

During Q4 2020, an e-mail discussion took place on the SA reflector on "(SA WG1) requirements enumeration", lead by the SA chairman (report in SP-200926). During SA#90e, there was no consensus on this matter. 

The main point of disagreement is not the procedure itself, but the end goal of this enumeration and what it will require in downstream group. For several companies, this goal and its implications are not clear. 

Therefore, tdocs SP-201101, SP-201102 and SP-201103 were postponed. This discussion will come back at SA#91e.
