Justification

An MCX Service system deployment may be chosen on a geographical basis, by serving all the Mission Critical Organisations in one country or state by one MCX Service system. Deployment may also be considered on a per organisation basis, whereby different Mission Critical Organisations in the same area are each served by their own MCX Service system. 

To support interconnection, collaboration and migration scenarios, the administrative configuration, information and security parameters of MCX Users and MCX groups will need to be shared either beforehand or in real time.

Currently, MCX Service systems do not have the capability to exchange administrative configuration with a Partner MCX Service system. Administrative configuration changes, for example, are requests to change group memberships, add/delete MCX Services.

Future potential mission critical organization cooperation and deployment scenarios suggest that the exchange of administrative information across separate and independent systems is a requirement and vital for efficient international and national incident handling and cooperation.

SA1 has studied new use cases and potential requirements in FS_SACI_MCS related to sharing administrative configuration between interconnected MCX Service systems. The uses cases have yielded new potential service requirements that will allow exchanging of administrative configuration between interconnected Partner MCX Service systems.
Based on the outcome of the SA1 study FS_SACI_MCS in TR 22.881 it is proposed to start the related normative work.

Objective

The objective of this work is to define normative service requirements for adding support for sharing administrative configuration between interconnected MCX Service systems.

Target requirements are based on the consolidated potential requirements derived from the FS_SACI_MCS study, captured in TR 22.881.
