3	Justification
SA1 has already studied use cases related to MCX services and identified the requirements. Normative work is ongoing to fulfill the requirements. During the development of normative work particularly related to the user regrouping a need to support Ad hoc Group Communication has been identified. Ad hoc group communication enables authorized users to combine a random set of MCX Service Users into a group and enable communication. Ad hoc group is used for single communication and it does not persist when the communication is terminated. This non-persistent characteristic of an ad hoc group makes it different from the existing user regroup functionality. Ad hoc group communication feature is commonly found in commercial PTT systems especially the ones based on OMA-PoC, including public safety mission critical systems. This feature is not standardized by 3GPP. This could lead to non-interworking implementations. Many public safety organizations and Railway organizations have expressed interest in having a standards-based version of this feature to enable interoperability between vendors.
To achieve these objectives, this feature identifies the requirements for Ad hoc Group communication and includes them in TS 22.280.
4	Objective
The objective of this work item will be to specify requirements to support Ad hoc Group communication feature as part of MCX Services and thereby available for MCPTT, MCVideo and MCData. Ad hoc Group communication will be treated as a type of MCX service Group communication and it supports the mechanism of call processing and call termination identical to MCX service Group communication. This work item will identify and specify service requirements for: 
· [bookmark: _Hlk71790408]enabling users to choose an arbitrary set of users and establish group communication without having to create group ahead of communication
· enabling administrators to configure parameters related to the ad hoc group communication (e.g., authorization aspects, maximum call duration, default priority, maximum number of participants etc.) 
· security aspects
· affiliation aspects pertaining to the participants of the ad hoc group communication
· off-network support
