Personal IoT Networks (PINs) and Customer Premises Networks (CPNs) are networks that provide local connectivity between UEs and/or non-3GPP devices. Via a gateway, the CPN or PIN can be connected to the 5G network, thus providing 5G network services for the UEs and/or non-3GPP devices on the CPN or PIN.
CPNs and PINs have in common that they are owned, installed and/or (at least partially) configured by a customer of a public network operator. When discussed together they are known as Personal IoT and Resident (PIRate) Networks.
Other requirements in this specification and in 3GPP TS 22.101 [6], and 3GPP TS 22.278 [5] also apply to Personal IoT Networks and Customer Premises Networks. Particularly relevant are the support of direct communication and the support of user identification and authentication (as per 3GPP TS 22.101 clause 26a).
