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1	Overall description
SA1 thanks ACJA and SA2 for their liaisons.
Firstly, in TS 22.125 the usage of UAV refers to the sum of the aerial equipment and the on-board UE comprising the mobile equipment and subscription module (e.g. USIM). Similarly, the usage of UAV controller refers to the sum of remote UAV control equipment and the UE.
Regarding the 3 scenarios proposed by ACJA; SA1 was considering all 3 scenarios and the requirement covers all scenarios in which a UAV has become airborne but has not received a positive authorization response from the UTM. It should be recognised that SA1 only determines the service requirements for 3GPP and therefore technical solutions are beyond its remit.
SA1 have agreed a CR to TS 22.125 to document this by adding a note to the requirement that “the requirement […] covers a scenario where a UAV has become airborne but has not received a positive authorization response from the UTM”.
