3	Justification
Device-Based Geo-Fencing allows the presentation of the warning message to be limited to UEs that are inside the targeted warning notification area. This provides a more accurate delivery method for public warning messages in the targeted warning notification area, overcoming issues with overshoot and undershoot of the cell broadcast radio signal. 
Device based geofencing is specified in 3GPP TS 22.268 as a CMAS specific requirement from Release 15 onwards. The functionality is already specified in stage 2/3 and is already implemented in many mobile phones that support CMAS. However, device based geofencing is not yet listed in the EU-ALERT specific section as a requirement that applies for EU-ALERT.
In a recent ETSI EMTEL#53 meeting, ETSI EMTEL decided to update the ETSI TS 102 900 specification of EU-ALERT to add requirements for device based geofencing on request of the European members. Furthermore, the Dutch government is currently working on an update of NL-Alert regulatory requirements to add the support of device based geofencing as a requirement for NL-Alert.
It therefore needs to be made clear that device based geofencing is also a requirement for EU-ALERT, and not only for CMAS.
4	Objective
The objective of the WID is to specify that device based geofencing is also a requirements for EU-alert. This is done by copying the CMAS specific requirements text on device based geofencing into the EU-alert specific section. 
Note that the intention is not to add requirements for new technical functionality; the support for device based geofencing is already specified for CMAS.
