1 Introduction

This document is a report of the topics related to SA1 at TSG SA#95e (19-23 March 2022, - Electronic meeting).

2 Summary of SA1 tdocs
SA1 presented 11 documents to SA for approval/information:
· 5 CR packs: they were all approved without revision and;

· 6 new SIDs sent for approval, 5 were approved without revision and 1 was revised and approved. 
3 Items of interest to SA1
3.1 SA Rel-19 time
During the last plenary Nokia presented the contribution SP-220313 on Rel-19 content planning. After some discussions there are two points clear:

· Rel-19 discussions regarding time line will take place in June plenary. A preliminary discussion about content of Rel-19 may take place.

· SA1 is invited to present at the SA plenary the Rel-19 content.

Therefore, SA1 chair will create a presentation about the Rel-19 content resulting from SA1#98e. These slides will be done in coordination with the rapporteurs.

3.2 Dual rapporteurship in SIDs and WIDs
During the last plenary, there was a discussion regarding the possibility having two rapporteurs for the AmbientIoT SID. From the discussions, it is clear that there is a possibility to have more than one rapporteurs on a SID/WID, where one needs to be clearly marked as primary. Nevertheless, a secondary rapporteur is an exceptional measure which needs to be well justified and there must be a clear definition of the responsibilities of each of the rapporteurs.

Both Alibaba and KPN presented a revised the SID on the AmbientIoT study (SP-220342 and SP-220343) to include a second rapporteur. Both revised SIDs were withdrawn and it was decided to re-discuss the issue at SA1#98e. The AmbientIoT SID in SP-220085 was approved as originally agreed before in SA1#97e. 
3.3  Company contributions regarding  SA1 work

3.3.1 
Support of SMS Emergency Service (Source: Orange )
Orange presented in SP-220279 a discussion paper regarding the support of SMS Emergency Service. From the discussion paper, it can be concluded that Ministère de l'économie et des finances (France) strongly support the Orange's proposal for roaming support of SMS emergency service as presented by them. Such EU legal requirements (European Electronic Communications Code) may save life, specially for people that have limitation to express their needs by a call. 
In addition, only Release 18 would be on time to meet the EU regulations (to be passed by the end of 2022, and to be fully complied by the EU member countries by 2025). Release 19 will be too late – there  is even no timeline defined yet for Release 19. 
The conclusion of the discussion is that the work has to be started in SA1 with proper requirements for a future proof and state of the art emergency message service. Therefore, Orange was invited to present exceptionally a WID in SA1 for Rel-18, although the Stage-1 of this release is frozen. 

3.4 Reports

3.4.1 SA1 Status Report (SP-220077)
The SA1 Status Report in SP-220077 was presented for information and was Noted. SP-220077 presents the work done during SA1#97e. 
During the presentation of the report, the proposal of concluding the RAILSS in Rel-19 was discussed.  The TSG SA Chair clarified that SIDs do not have Releases attached in principle and can be moved between Releases. The continuation of the work in RAILSS according to the new time line suggested by the rapporteur (finishing in SA1#99e) was accepted as it will not create a high impact in the rest of the Rel-19 work.

The TSG CT chairman (Lionel Morand) gave a report (SP-220359) of what happened in the TSG CT meeting.
3.4.3 RAN report (SP-220270)
