3	Justification
Legal authorities are requesting Mobile operators to provide accessibility to emergency services through interpersonal communications also to roamers regardless of the used service (Voice, SMS, video…).
European Commission mandates in the EECC (European Electronic Communications Code) Article 109(8) (Directive (EU) 2018/1972) to adopt a Delegated Act on 3 main areas, one of them to ensure more accessibility to emergency services through interpersonal communications, defining major improvements regarding emergency communication.
GSMA and ETSI requested that SMS design shall enable SMS over IMS for emergency service in case of roaming and supported for emergency numbers such as 112 and 911.
The discussion in SA95-e concluded that “SA1 can discuss this issue for Rel-18 as this is an exceptional and regulatory related case. Further work in other groups will only start once the SA1 work has clarified.”
