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Introduction:

The work on 3GPP Generic User Profile is beginning to gain momentum. With the recent creation of a Stage 1 document, there is now a need to outline the steps necessary to complete the TS. This document offers suggestions for work priority. The key focus is the need to re-use existing work.

Discussion:

Orange recommends that the following steps be taken to help develop the Stage 1 3GPP Generic User Profile further:

1. Examination of existing User Profile standards, with a view to re-use. WAP UA Prof (for WAP 2.0), and IETF Conneg are two such standards which are relevant.

2. LS and discussion of extending the WAP UAProf standard as a new 3GPP namespace, which would allow 3GPP to benefit from extensive work and discussion in this area.

3. Suggestions for ‘minimum’ User Profile support in the ME, USIM, Network and Service Provider space.

4. LS to T2 (MExE) to ensure the 23.057 specification, and MExE compliant devices are able to support 3GPP Generic User Profiles. It may also be necessary to encourage T2 to provide feedback to S1 User Profile on the work within the Java Community Process (JCP). MexE Classmark 3 devices are based on Java midp, and there may need to be some input to the midp-ng working group to ensure it reflects User Profile work (i.e. API’s).

5. LS to S1 Push to co-develop Example Use Cases.

6. LS to GSM-A TWG/SERG to share 3GPP S1 User Profile work plans, and ensure Operator community is updated.

Proposal:

Orange suggests that the 6 recommendations be reviewed, extended and prioritised at S1 User Profile ad-hoc in Sophia Antipolis.
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
