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There are revenue opportunities for 3G in interoperating with ‘The Internet’

The world is made up of many interconnected networks – wireless networks, the Internet, Enterprise networks and more. 

3GPP has created specifications that allow much richer forms of audio, visual and written communications than previously possible in wireless networks. By enabling broad communication with those other networks in these rich forms, and by being able to freely access existing information and content in those other networks, 3GPP participants will maximise their usage and reach, and accelerate adoption of 3G Technologies.

3GPP will be successful, and users on other networks will present revenue opportunities by consuming and originating 3G content.

3GPP users will want to consume content and information originated on other networks, generating chargeable traffic.

3GPP users will want to send messages to, and receive messages from other networks.

3GPP users and content creators will want to use familiar tools for creating and viewing documents and media.
