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5 Definitions, symbols and abbreviations

5.1 Definitions

Generic Requirement: in this TR,  Generic Requirements are requirements for the provision of functionality needed to implement and deploy the described representative service examples. They may reflect the perspective of the end user as well as the perspective of the operator or service provider. They may include requirements for specific services (e.g. regulatory related services) or common requirements applicable to many services.  Additionally Generic Requirements may be derived from systems engineering considerations as well service examples.
A Service Enabler: defines a capability of a functional entity or capability which may be used, either by itself or in conjunction with other Service Enablers, to provide a service to the end user. Service Enablers may include modification of the existing system architecture and protocols, or new architectural elements and protocols.
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
