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TSG-SA WG1 Release 2000 ad-hoc thanks TSG-SA WG2 for their liaison statement on domain definitions for Release 2000.

TSG-SA WG1 Release 2000 ad hoc has reached the following conclusions:-

1. To ensure common understanding and clear interpretation, it is believed to be of great benefit to agree on common definitions for the domains in TSG-SA WG1 and TSG-SA WG2

2. It is strongly recommended that the domain definitions once agreed between TSG-SA WG1 and TSG-SA WG2 should be inserted into the vocabulary specification 21.905, and referenced by TSG-SA WG1 and TSG-SA WG2
3. There is no consensus on the support of the IM Domain (IP Multimedia Domain), and the definition is not used in the S1 TR 22.976 Release 2000 Study on Release 2000 services and capabilities
4. It is proposed to adopt the CS Domain and PS Domain definitions in 23.002 of Release 99, and it is noted that amendments may be required for the following:-
· The PS Domain may require to identify the network elements supporting IP multimedia services (i.e. multimedia services that are purely provided by IP protocols (e.g. SIP, H.323))
TSG-SA WG1 Release 2000 adhoc looks forward to working with TSG-SA WG2 to agree the definitions of the PS and CS domains.
