Introduction

This document provides an introduction and overview of the reasoning behind the proposed CR to introduce service requirements for voice call continuity attached within this contribution.

Discussion
During SA1#28 (4th – 8th April 2005) a CR proposing service requirements for voice call continuity was produced in S1-050459 and discussed. Unfortunately, it was not possible to agree the CR at SA1#28. However, the author of this contribution feels that although the CR was ultimately rejected by SA1 it provided a good basis for producing appropriate requirements for introduction into the SA1 specifications. This contribution proposes a new CR to introduce service requirements for voice call continuity leveraging many of the achievements made in producing S1-050459.

Although S1-050459 has been rejected and as such it is assumed that this document will not be considered further within SA1, it is felt worthwhile when introducing the proposed CR attached within this contribution to highlight the differences compared to S1-040459.

Differences of the attached CR proposal (S1-050544_VCC_CR_proposal) and S1-050459:
· Voice call continuity is a general capability of the 3GPP system and so it is appropriate that the requirements be captured in a ‘general’ SA1 Technical Specification. Therefore, the attached CR proposes changes to TS 22.101 ‘Service principles’ and not the IMS Stage 1 in TS 22.228. Furthermore, voice call continuity is felt to be related to the handover capabilities of the 3GPP system. Hence, it is proposed to introduce these requirements as a sub-chapter of the chapter 18 ‘Handover Requirements’ of TS 22.101.
· An introductory paragraph is provided to explain the voice call continuity functionality and the scenario to which it applies for the 3GPP system. It is hoped that this text addresses the issue of CS domain and IMS ownership as voice call continuity is described as applying to the scenario in which the connection of the UE to the 3GPP system changes as the user moves from using the CS domain to using IMS and vice versa. The ownership or control of the system elements involved in this change is not specified as it is not within the scope of 3GPP to specify requirements on ownership of different parts of the overall system. However, this should not preclude this scenario (i.e. ownership of the CS domain, IMS, and IP-CAN providing connection to the IMS by different companies).

· Usage of the term ‘user’ instead of ‘subscriber’ to cover the case in which the user makes use of separate subscriptions i.e. one for the CS domain and one for IMS.

· Additional security requirement to state that voice call continuity shall not negatively impact the security of the 3GPP system.
· Wording improvements to remove language unsuitable for use within SA1 specifications (e.g. ‘procedure’) and other modifications to improve the clarity of the requirements.
· Formatting improvements and other minor modifications of an editorial nature.

Conclusions and recommendations

It is requested that the VCC ad-hoc discuss and agree the attached CR to TS 22.101.
After agreement of a CR to TS 22.101 is it requested that the VCC ad-hoc determine whether a CR to TS 22.228 is necessary or not? It is the opinion of the source company of this contribution that such a CR to TS 22.228 is not needed as a CR to TS 22.101 is sufficient to capture the requirements for voice call continuity. However, if a CR to TS 22.228 is deemed necessary, it should be produced mainly referencing the requirements agreed for inclusion within TS 22.101.
When CRs to introduce requirements for voice call continuity have been agreed a Liaison Statement to SA2 to communicate the requirements agreed by the VCC ad-hoc should also be drafted.

If the above working method is agreeable within the VCC ad-hoc, the author is willing to draft any further documents resulting from discussion of this contribution (i.e. a possible CR to TS 22.228 and LS to SA2).
