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S1-050xxx VCC Requirement Proposal
There exists a clear market requirement to support Voice Call Continuity (VCC) across independent IMS and CS domains, as elaborated upon in other contributions to 3GPP SA1 (e.g. the contribution from SBC and Cingular on the “two number” case).
This contribution provides a proposed Change Request to record the needed requirement. The intent is to capture the following as a requirement:

It shall be possible to support Voice Call Continuity between independent CS domain and IMS core networks.

Based on recent 3GPP SA1 email exchanges, the preferred approach appears to be that VCC requirements should be captured in TS 22.101. Whether any VCC requirements are needed in TS 22.228 is still to be determined. 
Consideration has been given to whether Voice Call Continuity requirements should be captured in the Handoff section of 22.101, or whether a new chapter should be created. The scope of the Voice Call Continuity work includes consideration of functionality that goes beyond only handoff considerations, including consideration of mechanisms for handling terminating calls, support for supplementary services, emergency call, etc.  Furthermore the mechanisms under consideration in the feasibility study should not be constrained to only the existing handover concepts.

For all of these reasons, it is therefore in the best interests of VCC specification that a new chapter be added in TS 22.101 to address Voice Call Continuity service requirements. 

Accordingly a CR is provided against 22.101 to introduce a new chapter for Voice Call Continuity, and to capture the above requirement. It’s expected that additional text will be provided in other contributions to expand upon and further elaborate complimentary Voice Call Continuity service requirements.
