Document S1-050560 from O2:  In section 5.1.5 it needs to be made clear that the problem is that different handsets support different list sizes. Also, concerning the size of the lists on the USIM, a reference needs to be made to the appropriate specification. It was agreed that sections 5.1.5 and 5.1.6 should be combined. In section 5.1.7, the proposed new list should be described as a black list rather than a forbidden list. Difference between operation of blacklist and the forbidden list needs to be made clear. Section 5.1.8 is too vague and needs specific examples. The text will be retained but it was agreed to add an Editor's Note inviting specific contributions. It was agreed to remove section 5.1.9 and rework it for a future contribution. It was agreed that the text in section 5.1.10 may not apply to all devices and so that will be clarified. Also, that the second bullet will be reworded to remove the reference to expensive solutions. The revised document is in S1-050585. 
Document S1050552 from 3: It was agreed that section 5.1.x. needs to be reworked and it will be resubmitted at the next meeting. 
Document S1050553 from 3: It was pointed out that the problem of the time taken for band scans has also been considered in the Multi-system UE SWG where it is thought that the problem will be worse with multi-system devices. It was agreed that the distinction should be made between the national and international roaming cases and text will be added to make it clear that contribution is dealing only with national roaming case. [John Watson of Vodafone said that this contribution is amazing!] It was agreed to add a statement to the end of the1st paragraph to clarify that the key problem is the time it takes to do a full band scan. It was agreed to remove unsubstantiated values. An updated version incorporating these changes is in document S1-050586.  
Document S1-050554 from 3: It was agreed to remove references concerning the speed of the device and instead state the case where radio conditions are changing rapidly. Delegates were invited to check specification 23.122 to see if the requirement exists for a full band scan after a reject.  Following the agreed changes, the text in this document was incorporated into the TR.

Document S1-050555 from 3: It was agreed that the contribution is not just about RAT preference but also about domain preference (e.g. preference for 2G or 3G networks). A reference to WLAN as a RAT was added also. Also a statement was added at the start of this contribution to state that it covers specifically the case of initial selection then afterwards the serving PLMN takes control.  The amended text was agreed and incorporated into the TR. 
Document S1-050562 from 3 "Ping Pong" was noted but it was agreed that it is not in the scope of the NSP work. 
Document S1-050564 from 3 "No control given on how fast PLMN reselection is decided" was withdrawn.

Document S1-050565 from 3 "UE remains OOS after an “abnormal failure” was withdrawn. 
Document S1-050586 is the updated version of document S1-050553 and this was agreed. The contribution was incorporated into the TR. The Chairman thanked Andre Jarvis of 3 for his good work.
Document S1-050585 is the updated version of document S1-050560. Section 5.1.5 was agreed; 5.1.6 was agreed with small amendments; 5.1.7. was agreed; 5.1.8 agreed with small amendments. The revised contribution was incorporated into the TR.

Document S1-050557 from O2: Clarification needed on what "call set up" means and how the HPLMN would know about radio conditions in the VPLMN. Changes were made to simplify the text as a result and the revised text incorporated in document S1-050588 that was then added to the TR.  
Document S1-050558 from O2 was agreed and incorporated in the TR. It was noted, however, that the business requirement for this is not clear.  
Document S1-050563 from 3: Small modifications were made to the text and it was clarified that manual selection should not be optional for mobile manufacturers but it could be optional for operators to implement. It is also needed to consider the selection of I-WLAN. A problem was highlighted for users in country border areas where manual selection has to be used to prevent unintended connection to foreign networks. This also needs to be considered.
Document S1-05559 from O2: It was pointed out that some of the problems highlighted are present for automatic network selection also. It was highlighted that the problem of out of date network names could be solved by using NITZ which is already specified. Some small amendments were made to clarify the text and it was then agreed to incorporate into the TR.

Document S1-050561 from O2: The proposed addition to section 6.1.3 was not agreed as this is contrary to the need for the VPLMN to manage the traffic (e.g. choose between use of 2G or 3G) for roamers as it can do for its own customers. In section 6.1.2, it was agreed to change "HPLMN" to "home operator".  Following these small updates, it was agreed to incorporate into the TR. 
2.6 AOB
A new version of TR was issued in document S1-050587. It was agreed that the new version is not yet substantial enough to send to SA for information. This would be done following the next update.

It was agreed that there is a need to consult with other 3GPP groups following the next meeting. 

The Chairman pointed out that there are 2 approaches apparent in the TR. One is a list based solution (but this has limitations) and the other is the steering of traffic (applicable once the user is connected). There is a need to identify any conflicts between these 2 approaches for next time.

RIM agreed to provide text for section 4. 

The aim is to complete 5.1 at next meeting and contributions are encouraged for section 5.2 and sections 6 & 7.
