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1. Introduction

The scope of the VCC Feasibility Study in TR 23.806 included study of both core network capabilities and UE capabilities.
The scope of the VCC Specification in TS 23.806 must include specification of both core network capabilities and UE capabilities. 
Section 1 (Scope) must clearly identify the scope.

Some of the architectural requirements that the VCC Feasibility Study in TR 23.806 had identified were:

· The study shall not require changes to radio systems (e.g., UTRAN/GERAN or 802.xx, etc.).

· The existing CS security aspects, IP Connectivity Access Network security aspects and IMS security aspects defined by 3GPP specifications (TS 33.203 [19], TS 33.234 [20]) shall be reused.

 It is important that either the section on architectural requirements be propagated from the TR 23.806 to TS 23.206, or the scope of the TS 23.806 be clearly defined. This is because the NGN standardization may in the future result in adoption of a variety of access networks.  3GPP has already standardized an authentication, authorization, and security framework for a WLAN to access 3GPP services, which can be reused in the future for other access networks (WiMAX, etc.)
2. Discussion

The present document specifies the functional architecture and information flows of the Voice Call Continuity feature which provides the capability to transfer the path of a voice call between a 3GPP CS system (GSM/UMTS) and IMS and vice versa.

It is proposed that the above text be replaced by the following text: 
The present document specifies the functional architecture and information flows of the Voice Call Continuity feature which provides the capability to transfer the path of a voice call between a 3GPP CS system (GSM/UMTS) and IMS(3GPP xRAN PS or I-WLAN 3GPP IP access), and vice versa.

Additionally agree to update the Section 2 (References) to include reference to TS 22.234, 23.234, 24.234 and 33.234 as appropriate.
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
