The IMS service set available for VCC UE’s voice calls is driven by TS 22.173 [xx].  The GSM service set available for VCC UE voice calls is referenced in TS 22.004 [yy].  While the services are similar, they are not the same.  This clause defines the behaviour of the VCC UE as it originates calls, terminates calls and executes domain transfer between CS and IMS domains. The strategy for service control between CS domain and IMS, individual service behaviour, and Domain Transfer procedure impact is also described in this clause.
