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Introduction

In the existing emergency architecture TS23.167 [x], it is specified that within IMS, calls are routed to an E-CSCF.  Loading of  features via initial filter criteria is not a function of the E-CSCF.  Thus, emergency calls initiated IMS will not load the VCC function.  Likewise, emergency calls in the CS domain will not have origination triggers detected in the VMSC, thus calls will not be rerouted to the IMS.  Under these conditions, domain transfer is just not possible for emergency calls, and the TS should reflect this condition.

Proposal

Modify Clause 4.6 as shown.

Regulatory Aspects

Emergency calls shall be done per 3GPP TS 23.167 [x]. The current IMS emergency call architecture  does not allow for the execution of services for this type of call.  Because domain transfer capability is included as a service loaded via the iFC, domain transfer of these calls is not possible.   Also, emergency calls in the CS domain will not have origination triggers detected in the VMSC, thus calls will not be rerouted to the IMS for anchoring.

Emergency calls will thus remain in the domain in which they were originated, regardless of changing conditions that might dictate domain transfer for normal calls.
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
