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1 Introduction

There is a need to document the Mobile IP (MIP) working assumptions to create a basis and guidance for contributions and to avoid repeating discussions from one meeting to another.  Some working assumptions are presented below and intended to form a starting point for further elaboration.  This living list should be kept in the MIP report and can be deleted once all the assumptions are properly documented elsewhere in the report. 

These MIP working assumptions were agreed upon at the Mobile IP ad hoc meeting, March 9-11, 1999 (Tdoc S2M99019). 

The steps refer to the evolutions steps defined in Chapter 11 of the MIP report, v 0.5.0, Tdoc  S2 M 99 009 and in 23.20, v.1.5.0 chapter 9.6  (At the MIP ad hoc meeting, it was  agreed to use the term “step” instead of  “stage” in the MIP TR and in 23.20).
2 MIP Working Assumptions

1. The Foreign Agent, as defined in RFC 2002, should be located in or at the IGSN/GGSN.

2. Foreign Agent care-of address is the standard case in IPv4. Co-located care-of addresses may be considered too.

3. The registration and authentication processes of UMTS and Mobile IP should be independent to facilitate roaming between access networks based on different technologies.

4. When defining standards for how to deploy MIP as an overlay to GPRS (MIP step 1) the full MIP scenario (MIP step 2 and 3) should be kept in mind to avoid unnecessary future changes.
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
