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Following contributions to the previous two TSG S2 meetings, Marconi Communications propose modifications to UMTS 23.01 General UMTS Architecture and to UMTS 23.30 Iu Principles to include aspects related to Fixed and Cordless Applications. Some background and an outline of the proposals is provided below.


1.	The Terms of Reference of TSG SA, as agreed at the first TSG SA Meeting in December, include Fixed and Cordless Applications.


TSG SA S1 (Services) agreed to the revision of UMTS 22.00, at its second meeting (March 10-12), to include the requirements for: fixed and mobile access to UMTS networks, including Mobile Terminals that can be used in different radio access environments, including those provided by: public and private radio access networks connected to public and private networks using paired and unpaired radio bands in licensed and licence exempt spectrum. All fixed and mobile terminals will include a UMTS USIM. This is in line with TSG S2#3(99) 99 120.


3.	This and a companion contribution propose changes to 23.01 and 23.30 to reflect the above requirements.


4.	Proposed changes to UMTS 23.30 is presented in a separate contribution, TSG S2#4(99)99 170.


This contribution consists of three parts: a, b and c. Part a is this front sheet, part b is a marked up version of UMTS 23.01 and part c is a draft change request.


The main impact on UMTS 23.01 is the inclusion of 3 new domains in section 5. The three new domains correspond to:


the Fixed/Portable Equipment Domain (to enable fixed UMTS access),


the Private Access Network Domain (to enable cordless UMTS access),


the Private Network Domain (to enable fixed and cordless private UMTS networks).


Consideration has been given to the introduction of the additional of the new complementary domains in a manner that minimises impact on the existing domains, reference points and protocols.


As the application of the strata concept is considered generic enough to be applied to the different fixed and mobile access to public and private networks, only a general statement has been added to section 6.
