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It is widely accepted that the phase 1 of UMTS is to be supported in GSM release 99. 





One possible strategy for CS services is to adapt and evolve the 08.08 A interface protocols such that it can support the CS features for new UMTS services. Such an approach will allow a smooth introduction of UMTS CS services on present infrastructure.





A second possible strategy is to have a completely different interface diverging from the 08.08 specification.





Lucent Technologies believes that, evolving 08.08 interface for CS services is the best approach as it would allow to use all the new feature such as SoLSA and LCS.





However, it has been noted that there have been new features on the A interface that have had CRs presented (e.g. LCS CRs presented at SMG2 WPA) which have not been made with this objective in mind.





Lucent feel that 3GPP TSG SA WG2 should inform other groups of its requirements for the use of evolved 08.08 protocols for UMTS CS access. 
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3GPP TSG SA WG2 would like to inform groups working on the 08.08 interface that we envisage the use of an evolved 08.08 A interface protocol for the support of UMTS CS services on the Iu. These groups should be aware of these requirements when designing protocols and should (where possible) design the protocols such that they are radio independent.
