Hotel information and registration form
Disclaimer:

While I am making efforts to meet your needs, I do not have staff support, which is customary in a US company. As I will be attending the meeting as you are, I don’t have capability to handle unplanned arrangements. My intention is to complete everything in the planning so that I do not need to pay much attention to the arrangements during the meeting. Please check your needs and suggest to the host before July 2 so that I can complete all the planning and update this information by that time; and please pardon me for any mistakes if you need unplanned arrangements.

Document distribution:

All documents (including this information letter) will be distributed electronically only. In addition, the legal size paper is not used in US.  If you need paper copies, please print your own and bring them with you. All contributors please bring at least 3 paper copies for the chair and the secretary. There is also a self-service stationery store (Office Max) in Holmdel shopping mall on Highway 35 in the north-bound direction about 1 mile south of the hotel. They have printers, computers and copying machine, but are all in 8.5-inch by 11-inch size paper.

How to reach Hazlet Hotel  

Hazlet is close to Holmdel and Middletown.

From Newark Airport, New Jersey:

By car rental: There are plenty of car rental companies in the neighborhood of the hotel and they provide shuttle to their counter. Get a map on the shuttle or from the car rental counter.

Exit from the Airport, follow direction to New Jersey Ternpike (I-95) South.

Get a toll ticket as you enter Turnpike, then follow the South entrance to New Jersey Turnpike.

The speed limit is 65 MPH (miles per hour) in some section and is 55 MPH in other section.

Take Exit 11. Give the toll ticket to the toll-booth attendant and pay in US currency ($1).

Follow sign to Garden State Parkway (GSP) South. Pay $0.35 after you cross a bridge.

Take Exit 114 and pay another toll again of $0.25.

Note: On the GSP, if you do not have exact change of coins, do not take the token/exact change lanes.

Follow Route 35 south.

Hazlet Hotel is on the right hand side of Route 35 in the south bound direction.

Note: In New Jersey, left (or U-) turns from all main roads are prohibited from the left lane unless there are signs that tell you to. In order to make a left turn or U-turn, you stay the right most lane and take an exit on the right hand side to loop around.

Right turn in front of a red light is allowed if there are no signs to say otherwise. You can turn only after you have made a complete stop and when it is safe to do so. Yet, some roads have “no turn on red” sign. In New York, turning on red is prohibited under all conditions.

By bus:

From Newark Airport, go to Ground transportation counter at the Baggage claim level, and buy ticket ($15) for bus to Hazlet. It runs about hourly and takes about 45 minutes. The bus fare is $15 but some people pay an additional $1 as tip to the driver, especially when you store luggage in the rear compartment of the bus.

JFK Airport and Laguardia Airport, New York is over an hour (depending on traffic) west of Newark. There are airport buses to go to Newark Airport. If you drive, ask car rental company for direction to get to New Jersey Turnpike South. You lose one to 2 additional hours if you take these Airports.

Local information:

The power supply in US is 110 Volt and 60 Hz. The power plug in has 2 parallel plates 0.25 inch wide each at 0.5 inch from each other. (What you had at the Prince hotel in the New Yokohama meeting in Japan is the same as the US power plug.)

The phone jack in US is the same as what an internal computer modem card uses.

Summer is hot at 30-35C in daytime, but may be about 10C cooler in the late evening.

Dinner is earlier at about 6:30PM in US and most stores close at about 9:30PM.

Highway 35 is a busy road with plenty of restaurants and non-tourist priced shopping centers on the north-bound side. You will have no problem to try a different restaurant and different cuisine for every meal. Yet you may still need a car or share with other people because it is dangerous and unlawful for pedestrians to cross the highway.

Sample restaurants for lunch:

Ruby Restaurant (Chinese cuisine) on Highway 35 a few blocks from the hotel on South bound.

China Buffet on Highway 35 North bound about half mile north of the hotel.

Japanese cuisine: On highway 35 a mile south of the hotel.

Bertucci’s (Italian cuisine) on highway 35 northbound about half mile south of the hotel.

Chili (Mexican cuisine); also Maccoroni Grill (Italian cuisine)

On highway 35 north bound within 1 mile south of the hotel inside Holmdel shopping center

Lone Star (Texas SouthWest cowboy style steak house)

On Highway 35 South bound about 1 mile north of the hotel.

Middletown Pancake house on Highway 35 south, about 1 mile south of the hotel

International house of pancake (IHOP) on Highway 35 north bound before intersection of highway 35 and highway 36 behind Edwards.

Friendly Restaurant (American sandwich)

On highway 35 northbound a few blocks north of the hotel.

Note: being not in US myself when I write this information, some restaurant names above and the estimated distances are approximate. Please check with the hotel reception before you go to search your favorite choice restaurant.

Tip in restaurants (except fast food) in US is about 15%.

Weekend

If you plan to take advantage of the lower airfare by staying over weekend, the following are a few suggestions:

Six Flag outlets. An outlet in US is a big shopping mall with plenty of discount stores run by the manufacturers. Take Garden State parkway South for about 20 miles. Then take exit to I-195 west and look for sign to Six Flag. The Six Flag outlet is close to the Six Flag Great Adventure, which is a drive through Zoo and a recreation park.

There is also a bigger shopper mall (Monmouth Shopping Center) on Highway 35 about 40 minutes south of the hotel.

Sandy Hook: A long stretch of beaches facing Atlantic Ocean to view waves and sunset next to Highway 36 south. From hotel, take any large side road in the East direction and continue about 2 minutes to meet Highway 36. Go south for about 40 minutes and take exit to Sandy Hook after you pass a narrow bridge.

Hotel has a small outdoor pool.

Sight seeing in New York. You can take some tour-guide pamphet when you arrive at the airport:

New York: Statue of Liberty, Times Square, Lincoln Theater, Rockyfeller Center (Broadway performance theater).

New Jersey: Science Center, Performance Arts Center

Church service

Hotel in US usually has a list of phone numbers of churches in different denominations.
