TSG-N2 thanks TSG-S2 for the receipt of the latest version of the TR 23.907 Version 1.4.0 - QoS Concept and Architecture.  TSG N2 received this document very late and therefore the meeting participants could not properly prepare the review. However, TSG-N2 realised the urgency of this matter and performed a review as best they could.

At this stage, TSG-N2 would like to make three comments:

· Quality of Service is a specific network feature, and the document contains a number of specific points related to QOS details. TSG–N2 noted that a proper presentation of the document is a prerequisite to perform a thorough review of the TR. Therefore, a presentation of the TR from a representative of the QOS Adhoc group within TSG-SA2 would be highly appreciated.

· On a quick walk through the document, TSG-N2 noted that the document was mainly focused on the QOS concepts in association with the radio access network. There are no major descriptions of the QOS concepts within the Core Network.

· A more detailed comment is related to the residual bit error rate. The association of this QOS attribute with the Core Network is not understood. TSG-N2 understood that this attribute is related to the configure channel coding and error detection coding on layer 1 of the radio interface. TSG –N2 does not see any relationship of the channel coding and error detection coding on layer 1 with the characteristics within the Core network

TSG-N2 would appreciate your reaction to our comments and look forward to welcoming your representative to progress the discussions on the QOS concepts within the Core Network. Our next meetings are in Eton, UK, 19-21 of October 1999, and in Phoenix, Arizona, USA, 15-19 of November 1999.
