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SA2 thanks RAN2 for their information on their liaison statement to S1. 

Currently SA2 is considering  a CR against the 23.110 to support the mapping of Broadcast /Multicast services e.g. CBS onto the services of the Access Stratum. The nature of those services is very different from other already described services. The following list will highlight these different requirements:

· CBS uses two legs with different QoS requirements to deliver CB messages to the UE

1. From Cell Broadcast Center (CBC) to RNC,  e.g. 1 sec turnaround time, interactive class, reliable transport

2. From RNC to UE, e.g. 10 maximum delay 10 sec, background class

· The service primitives differ for each leg.
· CBS traffic is asymmetric. The communication flow is only in one direction from the CBC to the UE . There is no back channel defined and the UE can not initiate a communication.
The above described requirements should be used as guideline for the needed changes. 

SA2 is looking forward to a response from RAN2 on this issue. The attached approved CR is send to you as a first step to develop this feature, SA2 would also like to ask RAN2 whether they feel that further contribution are required towards  23.110.
