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1. Overall Description:

SA2 is made aware of the fact that the size of UE Radio Capability information will become over 900 octets due to Carrier Aggregation (R2-133602). However, according to TS23.401 Subclause 5.11.2 UE Radio Capability Handling, the size of UE Radio Capability information that MME can only support is 50 to 510 octets.
The increase in the size of UE Radio Capability information will cause MME’s memory shortage, and unexpected behaviour MMEs e.g. Attach failure in the worst case.
Therefore, SA2 would like to enhance TS23.401 to support the maximum size of UE Radio Capability information. Also SA2 sees that it would be beneficial to avoid the similar problem in the future due to increased size of the UE Radio Capability, so SA2 would like to ask RAN2 to consider  a more future proof and efficient way to formulate the UE Radio Capability information including a study of capability reporting mechanism considering a condition where storage size in MME is smaller than the capability size.
2. Actions:

To RAN2 groups:

ACTION:  SA2 would like to kindly ask RAN2 to:
1. inform SA2 the current maximum UE Radio Capability size to define the MME memory size in TS23.401

2. study future enhancements to suppress the increase of UE Radio Capability size including a study of capability reporting mechanism considering a condition where storage size in MME is smaller than the capability size
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
