Abstract of document:

The Study phase for IMS_WebRTC has concluded on an architecture to ensure WebRTC Access to IMS. This architecture has been documented in an Annex of the TR 23.701 (presented at SA#62) that tracks the agreements done as part of the study phase. The list of use cases to be considered as part of Rel12 and their associated call flows has also been defined in this Annex.
The normative work can start on network based solutions. UE based solutions do not require standard effort
The remaining work is to document in 23.228 the architecture and stage 2 procedures as required by the support of WebRTC clients access to IMS. 
· The 23.228 CR on the architecture should be derived from the Annex of the TR. 
· The description of the procedures should mainly consist in documenting the call flows derived from the content of the Annex of the TR. The (authentication) “scenario 3” in the TR annex is still under discussion for conclusion
· For the call flows there is a dependency on SA3 (EN related with security in the TR Annex)
