	Normative specifications for the ProSe features that have been prioritized as the result of SP-130506 need to be completed.

The preliminary study phase during which solution alternatives have been studied and documented in TR 23.703 is now completed with a set of interim conclusions for each of the topics under study agreed captured in the technical report.
The normative phase is expected to take two meetings of TSG SA WG2 (already scheduled) and will result in the specification of solutions for ProSe direct discovery, ProSe EPC-level discovery, ProSe UE- Network Relays, EPC support for WLAN direct communication and direct 1:many communication over E-UTRAN. 

TR 23.703 identifies a number of editor's notes for some of the above tasks. A non-exhaustive list of high level issues that need to be resolved is provided below.

ProSe direct discovery:
- UE authorisation mechanism from PLMNs for using direct discovery

- Application authorisation for using direct discovery
- Choice of control or user plane for the reference point between the UE and ProSe Function (PC3)
- Interaction with EPC-level discovery 
- Finalization of requirements on RAN discovery signaling and of the information that needs to be carried over the air from system point of view
- Finalization of requirements for restricted discovery

ProSe EPC-level discovery: 

- Identify whether the procedure of earlier location check from HSS needs to be revisited in light of direct discovery architecture

- Identify whether the IMS variant of UE registration is needed

ProSe UE-Network Relays:

- Identify whether an IP routing based solution or an application based solution or both would be specified 
- Identify how a UE selects and connects to a UE-Network relay and what is the related signaling and communication requirements.

ProSe 1-many communication:

- Evaluation of Group Owner mode solutions

	Consequences if not included in Release 12:
	Proximity-based services for consumer or public safety use cannot be provided. Important planned deployments from operators and public safety authorities will have to be postponed.
