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Statement
We are a priviliged group of engineers. How many others see the results of their work used globally, by 100s of millions or billions of people, of all walks of life, to pursue one of the most fundamental and pleasurable of all human activities: communication?
SA2 and its predecessor bodies in ETSI architected the mobile teleservices that we have come to enjoy over the past two decades - prominently: voice calls, SMS and emergency calls. We, and those who came before us, added General Packet Radio Service and it expansion, the Evolved Packet System. The mobile circuit switched system architecture expanded to provide ever more substantial packet switched service and support the range of teleservices entirely over this domain. 

In less than the past decade. new devices and applications emerged by which access the Internet and ever more exciting and diverse ways. This has opened one of the most promising and perhaps meaningful developments of our time - as personal access to information and the ability to produce and share it with others has never been so immediate or vast.
We have played more than a small part in this development. SA2 and its predecessors defined, maintains and continues to expand the dynamic end to end and especially core network aspects of this technology.

Specifying the GSM architecture was a spectacular achievement. Consider its stability, utility and the scale of its adoption. GPRS built upon its essential forms and functions and the EPS expands on top of that. We stand on the shoulders of giants, who served in SA2 and its predecessor bodies in ETSI. Please do not forget that we too will be the giants upon whose work those who come after us.
