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1. Overall Description:

SA2 thanks RAN2 for the LS S2-13xxyy/R2-134591. 

SA2 would like to provide to the following answers to the questions from RAN2: 

[RAN2 question]: RAN2 respectfully asks SA2 to provide what is the expected overall size of discovery message, i.e. the expected size of ProSe Identities and size of any other expected fields to be transferred from upper layer.
[SA2 answer]: SA2 so far has identified the following "non-access stratum" information that may need to be carried on the discovery message over the air (on PC5): 

· ProSe code: corresponds to the ProSe Application Identity or ProSe UE Identity 

· PLMN id: corresponds to the PLMN that assigned the code

· Security headers: corresponds to the security information that may be carried over the air in order to protect the discovery message.

The foreseen sizes for the ProSe code may vary depending on the use cases. For example for open discovery is required that the UE who received needs to be able to perform "partial matching" and therefore the ProSe code may have a hierarchical format. Based on the above SA2 believes that a ProSe code in the area of approximately 160 bits would satisfy the majority of use cases. On this the PLMN id (24 bits) of the PLMN that assigned the code needs to be appended. Security headers may also need to be appended but SA2 believes that the size of those will be determined by SA WG3. 

[RAN2 question]: RAN2 respectfully asks SA2 to confirm that an IP layer is not needed for discovery messages.  
[SA2 answer]: Correct, SA2 confirms that IP layer is not needed for discovery messages.
