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1. Overall Description: 
3GPP SA WG2 thanks GSMA TSG for their LS on Publication of GSMA’s Recommendations for Minimum Wi-Fi Capabilities of Terminals, Version 2.0 (TSGWIF_217). 
3GPP SA WG2 has discussed the contents of TS.22 v2.0 and has the following comments:
General comment: SA WG2 would like to inform GSMA TSG that two sets of changes will significantly impact the next version(s) of TS.22: 

· SA WG2 has recently agreed for 3GPP Release 12 on completely re-design the WLAN and PLMN Selection principles and procedures as part of the Work Item "WLAN-NS". The stage 2 level specification of these new principles and procedures can be found in clause 4.8 of TS 23.402, which specifies the following:

"The multi-access network discovery and selection procedures defined in this document include a WLAN access selection procedure and a PLMN selection procedure for WLAN access (see clause 4.8.2b), which are different from and shall not be used in conjunction with the procedures for I-WLAN access (specified in TS 23.234 [5])".
· SA WG2 has recently agreed for 3GPP Release 12 to enhance ANDSF traffic steering by introducing Inter-APN Routing Policies (IARP), which are managed by the Home Operator. The stage 2 level specification of this enhancement can be found in clause 4.8 of TS 23.402. 
Specific comments: 

· Clause 1.4: It is likely that the reference to TS 24.234 will have to be removed in the next version of TS.22. 
· Clauses expected to be impacted are:
· 4.3 WLAN Radio Link and Connection Quality

· 4.5 WLAN Access Network Selection

· 4.6 Managing Radio Connections based on Multiple Access Technologies 
· 4.7 Traffic management across RATs

· Annexes B and C, which describe Network/Connectivity Use Cases and Usability Use Cases, do not cover the cases where the user has 3GPP operator services via EPC access.
