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1. Overall Description:

SA2 discussed if the ANDSF traffic steering rules should include IP traffic filters that contain source IP address and source port (i.e. if the IP traffic filters need to check the IP source address and source port values used in uplink packets sent by the UE). SA2’s conclusions are the following: 
· The use of source IP address as IP traffic filter in IARP rules for APN selection, IARP rules for NSWO, ISRP rules for IFOM, and ISRP rules for NSWO is not needed. SA2’s decision is to remove them from TS 23.402.
· The use of source port number as IP traffic filter is meaningful as the source port number may be used to detect traffic from special applications (e.g. HTTP server) running in the UE. Thus SA2’s view is that the source port number is needed in IARP rules for APN selection, IARP rules for NSWO, ISRP rules for IFOM, and ISRP rules for NSWO. However, SA2 observed that TS 24.312 does not include the source port number as IP traffic filter in the IARP rules for APN selection, IARP rules for NSWO, and ISRP rules for NSWO. 
During discussion in SA2, it was observed that the terms “source” and “destination” IP addresses are used differently in TS 23.402 and in TS 24.312. In TS 23.402 the “source” and “destination” refer to the IP addresses included in the IP packets originated by the UE. However, TS 24.312 mentions “The source address refers to the IP address of the data packets destined for the UE.” Given that the ANDSF rules for traffic streering are applied to the IP packets originated by the UE, defining the “source” and “destination” IP addresses from the downlink perspective can be very confusing. SA2 would like to know whether there is any specific reason that CT1 decided to define the “source” and “destination” IP addresses in this way in TS 24.312.
