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1. Overall Description: 
3GPP SA WG2 thanks GSMA TSG for their LS on Publication of GSMA’s Recommendations for Minimum Wi-Fi Capabilities of Terminals, Version 2.0 (TSGWIF_217). 
3GPP SA WG2 has discussed the contents of TS.22 v2.0 and has the following comments:
General comment: SA WG2 would like to inform GSMA TSG that a new solution for WLAN and PLMN selection is specified in the 3GPP Rel-12 specifications, see 3GPP TS 23.402 v12.3.0, clause 4.8. This solution supports enhanced WLAN selection criteria, e.g. WAN bandwidth, BSS Load, etc. and takes into account the state-of-the-art WLAN technology, e.g. Hotspot 2.0. In addition, this new solution supports enhanced procedures for policy-based traffic steering across various radio interfaces. 
As SA WG2 has observed that I-WLAN has not been significantly deployed and as new WLAN Interworking is specified in TS 23.402, SA2 is discussing but has not yet decided whether to remove old I-WLAN specifications. At least SA2 has agreed to study means to carry on maintaining TS 23.402 without the need to consider any interaction with the old I-WLAN procedures.
