Reference points


4.3.1
General

The reference points used to support applications that use the eMBMS system include the interface between the application and the eMBMS system, as well as reference points internal to the eMBMS system.
4.3.2
List of Reference Points
4.3.2.1
GC1 reference point
The GC1 reference point exists between the application server and the application client on the UE, and is not specified further here. Some possible values that may be passed over the GC1 reference point and some possible procedures that may be used on the GC1 reference point are included in the examples in Annex A.
4.3.2.2
GC2 reference point
The GC2 reference point exists between the application server and the BM-SC. 
The GC2 reference point provides the ability for the application to:

-
Request the allocation/deallocation of a TMGI for a given set of cells, or a given set of MBMS service areas, including indicating to the BM-SC the characteristics of the content for the TMGI as {QCI, ARP, MBR, GBR}.

-
Request that the BM-SC update the ARP for a TMGI.
-
Indicate to the BM-SC that the content flow associated with a TMGI is beginning/ending.
Note: The BM-SC may take advantage of the indications of the beginning and ending of content flow for a TMGI to facilitate statistical multiplexing of TMGIs onto available resources.
The GC2 reference point provides the ability for the BM-SC to:

-
Notify the application of the status of a TMGI, including failure to deliver the content to all or part of the intended service area.
Note: the ability to indicate failure to deliver content may be limited in release 12.
4.3.2.3
SGmb/Sgi-mb/M1/M3 reference points
The SGmb/Sgi-mb/M1/M3 reference points are internal to the eMBMS system and are defined in TS 23.246 [xx]. 
Editor’s Note: It is suggested that section 4.3.2.3 be removed, even though it was discussed during Curt’s teleconference on 5 April. It serves no purpose in this TS, since the visibility to the eMBMS system is the GC2 reference point to the BM-SC. All of these reference points are invisible to the application.
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
