5.1.1.4
Removal of an IP flow from GC2

An IP flow that is already established over GC2 may be removed by the application when no longer needed. 

Figure 5.1.1.4-1 provides a description of the procedure used between the application and the BM-SC to remove an IP flow from the GC2 interface.
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Figure 5.1.1.4-1: Removal of an IP flow over GC2

The application sends a Remove Broadcast Flow Request message to the BM-SC, including the TMGI representing the IP flow to be removed. 
2.
The BM-SC determines that the application is authorized to remove the IP flow for the indicated TMGI and takes actions to appropriately manage the eMBMS resources.

3.
The BM-SC sends a Remove Broadcast Flow Response message to the application, including the TMGI and the result. In this case, the result indicates success.
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
