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1. Overall Description:

SA2 has been working on the Rel-12 GCSE_LTE work item for Public Safety and the selected solution relies on eMBMS functionality. Having discussed issues related to overall delay for voice, SA2 would like to ask:

1) If the MCE shall chose to use the minimal scheduling period of the MBMS service in the MBMS Scheduling Information message when the incoming MBMS Session Start Request uses a QCI dedicated to voice (for example QCI = 1). If it is not the case, can such mandatory behaviour be considered?
2) If, based on the previous analysis, a minimal scheduling period shorter than the current minimal value of 80 ms could be considered as feasible and if so, what time schedule may be considered as feasible for such improvement.
