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Abstract of the contribution: This PCR proposes to add a new subclause for clarifying required configuration information for ProSe-enabled Public Safety UE in support of UE-to-Network Relay.
Discussion

In last SA2#101bis meeting, it has been agreed to support UE-to-Network Relay for ProSe-enabled Public Safety UE out of E-UTRA coverage in this release. However in S2-140577 aiming for TS 23.303, there lacks of the parameters configuration on the UE acting as UE-to-Network Relay and/or Remote UE. This PCR is proposed to add a new subclause to clarify the required configuration information in support of UE-to-Network Relay.
Proposal

The following text is proposed for inclusion in TS 23.303:

Additional provisioning information in support of UE-to-Network Relay
In addition to the parameters indicated in clause 4.5.1.1.1.2.1 and 4.5.1.1.1.2.2, the Public Safety UE is provisioned with the following information in support of UE-to-Network Relay: 
1) Authorisation policy for being remote UE when the UE is "not served by E-UTRA" 

-
Indicates whether the UE is authorised to transmit/receive traffic via UE-to-Network Relay when "not served by E-UTRA"
-
Includes any security related content that need to be configured in the UE in order to be able to use UE-to-Network Relay when "not served by E-UTRA".
Editor's Note: SA3 will also assess whether common credential for Relay access can be used by all of the UEs.
2) Authorisation policy for acting as UE-to-Network Relay when the UE is "served by E-UTRA"
-
Indicates whether the UE is authorised to relay traffic for remote UE that is "not served by E-UTRA"
3) Authorized relay services for UE-to-Network Relay and remote UE
-  Includes authorized unicast services with parameters of ProSe Application ID, Priority level, and APN of Relay PDN connection.

-  Includes authorized ProSe Group communication services with parameters of ProSe Group ID (with one-to-one mapping of a Group Communication Group ID), Priority level.
-  Indicates adopted model (model A or model B) in relay discovery procedure for each authorized relay service.
