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	Reason for change:
	It was agreed at the SA2#101Bis meeting to postpone the decision what it implies that the the EPC assisted WLAN direct communication Assistance Information is no longer valid when the UE receives the WLAN Direct Communication Revocation Request during the Revocation of EPC assisted WLAN direct communication.
The stage 1 requirements in TS 22.278 includes e.g.:

“The EPC shall be able to provide configuration information that enables confidentiality and integrity on the ProSe-assisted WLAN direct communications link.

The HPLMN operator shall be able to authorise ProSe-assisted WLAN direct communications for a ProSe-enabled UE, separately for use in the HPLMN and when roaming in VPLMNs.

The HPLMN operator shall be able to authorise a ProSe-enabled UE to engage in ProSe-assisted WLAN direct communications with a ProSe-enabled UE being served by a different PLMN.

The VPLMN operator shall be able to turn on or off ProSe-assisted WLAN direct communications for inbound roamers.

Both the HPLMN and VPLMN operators shall be able to charge for ProSe-assisted WLAN direct communications.

”

As the EPC provides the secuirty information that enables the confidentiality and integrity on the ProSe-assisted WLAN direct communications link, is able to charge for the ProSe-assisted WLAN direct communications and shall be able to turn on or off ProSe-assisted WLAN direct communications for inbound roamers it seem slogical that the EPC is able to revoke the WLAN direct communication that was setup by EPC assistance information.



	
	

	Summary of change:
	It is clarified that the WLAN direct communication using the EPC assistance information is released when the UE receives the WLAN Direct Communication Revocation Request message.

At any time the ProSe Function may decide to revoke the EPC assisted WLAN direct communication as shown in Figure 5.6.3-1.

The ProSe Function sends a WLAN Direct Communication Revocation Request (Control Information) to the UE-B.

The UE-B accepts the request.

The EPC assisted WLAN direct communication Assistance Information is no longer valid and the EPC assisted WLAN direct communications using the EPC Assistance Information are released.
NOTE:
The EPC assisted WLAN direct communication Assistance Information is not regarded as revoked for the case when the UE is no longer served by EPC, i.e. in such case the UE can continue the WLAN direct communications (which were enabled by EPC) until the Assistance Information expires.
