	One Note that “ProSe Direct Communication one-to-one is not specified in this version of the 3GPP specifications.” has been added on last meeting. It gives the impression that all ProSe direct communication must be in the 1:m mode. However on the Relay description one-to-one communication is established between the Remote UE and Relay UE for Relay traffice refer to clause 4.4.3. So the description in two parts description are conflictive. 
In fact the 1:1 direct communication can be supported if the L2 address is the unicast address. MAC layer supported the filter function in the direct communication mode. The not supported mode is the 1:1 communication in the dedicated radio resource.

The following information is provisioned to the UE for one-to-many ProSe Direct Communication: 

1) Authorisation policy

When the UE is "served by E-UTRAN":

- PLMNs in which the UE is authorised to perform one-to-many ProSe Direct Communication

For each PLMN in the list,  whether the UE is pre-authorised by the HPLMN to perform one-to-many ProSe Direct Communication, or, it is conditionally authorised, in which case the UE would need to contact the ProSe Function of that PLMN (e.g. when it is in this country) in order to obtain authorisation. 

When the UE is "not served by E-UTRAN": 

- Indicates whether the UE is authorised to perform one-to-many ProSe Direct Communication procedures when "not served by E-UTRAN".

4.6.3.1
ProSe UE ID

This is a link layer identifier assigned by the EPS that uniquely represents the UE in the context of ProSe Direct Communication. It is used as a source Layer-2 address in all the packets the UE sends for ProSe Direct Communication.It can also be used as a destination Layer-2 address if the packets are only sent to a specific UE.
For support of multiple PDN Connections, the ProSe UE-to-Network Relay is assigned a different ProSe UE ID for each PDN Connection.
