4.8a 
Access and network selection based on WLAN/3GPP Radio Interworking


4.8a.X 
General
WLAN/3GPP Radio Interworking enables an operator to control access selection, WLAN network selection and traffic steering based on UTRAN and E-UTRAN procedures as well as NAS procedures.
Access and network selection based on RAN steering operates without the use of ANDSF policies.

As described in TS 36.xxx [], TS 25.xxx[], UTRAN and E-UTRAN may provide RAN assistance parameters to the UE via RRC signalling to control the WLAN access network selection and traffic steering between 3GPP access and WLAN access. 

As described in TS 23.401 [4] and TS 23.060 [21], the MME/SGSN may in addition provide information to the UE for what PDN Connections can be offloaded to WLAN by WLAN/3GPP Radio Interworking and what PDN Connections are not to be offloaded to WLAN by WLAN/3GPP Radio Interworking. 
4.8a.Y UE procedures

The UE uses the RAN assistance information and the RAN-provided WLAN identifiers to determine what WLAN network to use. 

When 3GPP-based access authentication is performed in the WLAN network, the UE shall construct a NAI that includes the realm of the 3GPP RPLMN. 

When the access network selection based on WLAN/3GPP Radio Interworking is used, a prerequisite for the delivery of RAN assistance parameters and WLAN identifiers is that the UE is attached. As described in TS 23.401 [4] and TS 23.060 [21], the MME/SGSN ensures that at least one of the active PDN Connections in 3GPP access is indicated to be kept in 3GPP access. In this way the risk for detaching from 3GPP access is reduced. 

When the conditions described in RAN sepcifications are fulfilled and the PDN Connection is not marked as non-offloadable, the UE moves the PDN Connection to WLAN. 

The procedure for WLAN/3GPP Radio Interworking is specified in TS 36.xxx [X], TS 25.xxx[] etc.
4.8b 
Co-existence of WLAN/3GPP Radio Interworking and ANDSF

Deployments where the serving PLMN (Home or Visited) is operating with ANDSF policies only or WLAN/3GPP Radio Interworking only, or with both WLAN/3GPP Radio Interworking and ANDSF policies are supported. In case an operator is operating with both WLAN/3GPP Radio Interworking and ANDSF policies, or a UE has valid ANDSF policies and also receive WLAN related parameters from RAN (RAN assistance information, WLAN identifiers) to UE determines what mechanism applies as follows:

· A non-roaming UE that has a valid ANDSF policy acts according to the ANDSF policy. (taking RAN assistance information into account if available and if supported by the UE)

· A non-roaming UE that does not have a valid ANDSF policy acts according to WLAN/3GPP Radio Interworking as described in clause 4.8a.
· If the UE is roaming and configured to not prefer WLAN selection rules provided by the HPLMN and the UE has a valid ANDSF policy from VPLMN, then the UE acts according to the ANDSF policy. If the UE is roaming and configured to not prefer WLAN selection rules provided by the HPLMN and the UE has no valid ANDSF policy from the VPLMN the UE acts according to WLAN/3GPP Radio Interworking as described in clause 4.8a.Y.
