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Tentative agreements to answer RAN2 question 1: "RAN2 asks SA2 to consider the inclusion of the LTE RSRP/UMTS CPICH RSCP threshold (for FDD)/UMTS PCCPCH RSCP threshold (for TDD), LTE RSRQ/UMTS CPICH Ec/No threshold (for FDD) and OPI in ANDSF"

TRAFFIC STEERING

General

· Enhance ANDSF ISMP/ISRP rules to include RAN-cellular (RSRP, RSRQ) and OPI thresholds. Note: inclusion of default threshold values is FFS
--> seems agreeable
· Validity conditions or selection criteria? 
--> FFS. Is it needed to answer RAN2 LS?
· If ANDSF rule has RAN validity conditions with no default threshold values and RAN does not provide any RAN assistance parameters, ANDSF rule is not valid (the UE cannot evaluate the RAN validity condition) 
--> seems agreeable
· Can we have/ Do we need default threshold values for (RSRP, RSRQ) in ANDSF ISMP/ISRP - for the case RAN does not broadcast the RAN assistance parameters ? 
---> FFS
· The policies shall allow traffic steering using conditions based on OPI only, RAN-cellular only or both
--> is it agreeable?
· In existing ISRP/ISMP, there is no (BSS load, backhaul data rate) validity conditions for traffic steering. Should we add them in ANDSF for traffic steering e.g. to differentiate between IP flows (like the example in RAN2 LS)? 
--> FFS. Is it needed to answer RAN2 LS?
Roaming scenario: 

· if UE uses V-ANDSF rule from VPLMN, RAN assistance is used when ANDSF rule includes RAN-cellular validity conditions.
--> seems agreeable
· if UE uses H-ANDSF rules from another PLMN, 

· (if default threshold values in ANDSF): if a RAN validity condition is included in the H-ANDSF rule, RAN assistance applies depending on whether a H-ANDSF condition "RAN-assistance-allowed" flag is set;

· (if no default threshold values in ANDSF): if a RAN validity condition is included in the H-ANDSF rule, RAN assistance applies;

--> seems agreeable
· One set of RAN thresholds for all traffic and all WLAN networks/providers? 
--> FFS

Non-roaming scenario:
· We don't need the "RAN-assistance-allowed" 
--> seems agreeable
WLAN SELECTION (not needed to answer RAN2 LS)
· No usage of RAN-cellular (RSRP, RSRQ) assistance parameters for WLAN selection 
--> seems agreeable
· if UE uses V-ANDSF rules, RAN-WLAN (BSS load, Backhaul data rate) assistance parameters are used during ANDSF evaluation --> can we agree?
· if UE uses H-ANDSF rules, RAN-preference flag (per PLMN) applies for WLAN Selection:

· if RAN-preference flag is set, RAN-WLAN assistance parameters are used during the ANDSF evaluation 

· if RAN-preference flag is not set, RAN-WLAN thresholds assistance parameters are ignored during the ANDSF evaluation
--> seems agreeable
· Adding the list of WLANs broadcast by RAN to WLANSP list in ANDSF  
--> seems not agreeable in Rel-12
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
