Access Transfer Gateway (ATGW)

The ATGW is located in the serving (visited if roaming) network's IM CN subsystem. The ATGW anchors the media path of a session with a UE. If the ATGW is present in the media path as defined in TS 23.237 [111], the ATGW provides for service continuity of media communicated via an MSC Server and via an IP-CAN.
