the definition of the PC3 reads:

PC3:
The reference point between the UE and the ProSe Function. PC3 relies on EPC user plane for transport (i.e. an "over IP" reference point). It is used to authorise ProSe Direct Discovery and EPC-level ProSe Discovery requests, and perform allocation of ProSe Application Codes corresponding to ProSe Application Identities used for ProSe Direct Discovery. It is used to define the authorisation policy per PLMN for ProSe Direct Discovery (for Public Safety and non -Public Safety) and communication (for Public Safety only) between UE and ProSe Function.
Also , when we look at the functionality of DPF, it reads :
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Figure 4.4.1-1: UE to ProSe Function Interfaces for each sub-function

Direct Provisioning Function (DPF) is used to provision the UE with necessary parameters in order use ProSe Direct Discovery and Prose Direct Communication. It is used to provision the UEs with PLMN specific parameters that allow the UE to use ProSe in this specific PLMN. For direct communication used for Public Safety DPF is also used to provision the UE with parameters that are needed when the UE is not served by E-UTRAN.

When these two bullets are considered together, it may lead to a misunderstanding that the ProSe Function in the Local PLMN is also capable to provision the UE with some necessary parameter in order to use the ProSe Direct Communication for Public Safety service.
However, this is not the case. The parameters for Public Safety shall only be provided by the serving PLMN or 3rd Party application Server (e.g. GCSE server).

(2) When the UE is roaming, the serving PLMN is the not the HPLMN but the VPLMN. The visited PLMN may also provision the UE with some necessary information for direct discovery and communication as defined in clause 4.5.1.1.2.3.2 for Public Safety based on the business agreement. 
It’s possible that the parameters provided by the VPLMN conflicts with the parameters provided by the HPLMN. In the case, the UE shall follow the policy from the VPLMN, since the UE is roaming in the VPLMN.

Provisioning for ProSe Direct Discovery and ProSe Direct Communication (Public Safety UE)

4.5.1.1.2.3.1
General

The content of clause 4.5.1.1.2.3 is applicable to ProSe-enabled Public Safety UEs only.

Clause 3 provides the definition of a ProSe-enabled Public Safety UE. To comply with international and national regulations, the HPLMN shall endeavour to ensure that the UE only uses the specific Public Safety capabilities in territories in which the HPLMN is authorised to permit such rights to the UE.
When the additional Public Safety information is provisioned by ProSe Function, it can only be provisioned over the PC3 by the serving PLMN ProSe Function (HPLMN or VPLMN when the UE is roaming). 

When the UE is roaming, if the additional Public Safety information provisioned from VPLMN conflicts with information from the HPLMN, the UE shall use the information provisioned by the VPLMN.
